Applicants and their parents/guardians could be required to attend a personal interview.  The following must accompany the application forms:
1. The application form must be signed by person/persons responsible for payment and caring of applicant.

2. November Grade 6(2019) report - no application will be accepted without this. If an applicant is successful, the year-end report and the transfer letter, must be handed in on the first day of the new school year.
3. Copy of birth certificate with an ID number or first page of an ID document. 

4. Copy of front page of parents/guardians ID document.

5. The moment a prospective learner has been accepted, a R1500-00 advance on the school fees should be paid to ensure space is reserved.

6. Please note that for hostel a R1500-00, NON REFUNDABLE advance on hostel fees, to reserve the space, has to be paid as soon as you receive a letter of admission. If not paid, the space will be allocated to another applicant.

BUS SERVICE

PLEASE TAKE NOTE:

SCHOOL UNIFORM
The school allows a variety of uniform (specified below).  This is done in consideration of economical and 

learner convenience reasons.

Boys and Girls
Open neck short sleeved white shirt.  Long sleeved white shirt.  
Brebner High golf shirt.  Brebner “sport shirt” may only be worn with tracksuits. 

Brebner High tracksuits.  Brebner jersey and Brebner High blazer (optional).  Brebner Tie optional.
Plain Black shoes.  As special consideration white, black or navy blue tekkies may be worn only with the school tracksuit.  The Brebner High navy blue “beanies”, the Brebner High navy “bucket” hat or Brebner cap may be worn.  (Teachers may at their discretion request learners to remove them in a classroom).

Girls only:  Brebner High blue skirts (3 box pleats)

Brebner High navy blue slacks.  Short white socks.  Navy or flesh coloured tights worn without socks.
NB:  Girls may not wear grey flannel trousers

Boys only:  Long (up to the ankles) grey flannel trousers (not “tapered’ too tightly), grey Brebner socks

NB:  Only plain white T-shirts with no logos or collar may be worn under the school shirt in winter.

SCHOOL BOOKS   

Brebner High School maintains the right to compel parents to obtain all writing books or pay a deposit on certain prescribed books and these books must be available by the beginning of the 2nd week of the first term. (Government allocation is used mainly for notes which are free of charge).  Part of the book deposit will be refunded at the end of the year.
TRANSPORT

Transport to and from school is solely at the cost of the parents.  Punctuality is important for academic achievement. The SGB has a bus service from certain areas. (This service is available under strict conditions and only if space on the buses are available. The SGB does not guarantee space on a bus)
